They include a
dynamic red, pale pink, classic navy, and neutral grey. Every season, colour experts predict what hues will
be popular based on trends found on the runways at New York Fashion Week and London Fashion Week.
The beauty of colour trends is that they can seamlessly translate from our wardrobes to our homes. Here's
how you can incorporate these colours into your interior design—in big and little ways.
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GRENADINE RED

Descrived by Pantone as “a confident and self-assured
attention-getter,” this is the kind of red that instantly adds
a splash of spice and excitement to any space. It's also
an intimidating colour if you're more comfortable using
neutrals. The key to adding such a bold colour is to balance
it with muted hues such as grey, black, white, or beige. You
can even balance it by using the colour more than once in
the same space. For example, arrange two red throw pillows
on a grey couch, or lay out a red throw blanket that picks up
the red from a piece of art hanging above.

BALLET SLIPPER

This pale pink is “always flattering and reminiscent of the
rosy glow of health! Though it may be considered a shade
for nurseries, it's quickly becoming a favourite among adults
with an eye for good design. In order to make this colour
work—and enjoyed by everyone living in the house—start
off with small details such as a pale pink coffee table book,
a plant holder, or simply a bouquet of flowers. To step it up
a notch, try reupholstering your sofa, being sure to pair the
rose colour with neutral accessories. For an even bigger
change, this barely-there blush colour is also light and
versatile enough to be used on your walls.

NAVY PEONY

Considered ‘dependable and an anchoring shade,” this navy
blue colour is a great alternative to pure black. Despite being
so rich and bold, it's actually considered a neutral, which
means it can go with pretty much any colour. Decorate your
space with a white and navy blue-striped rug, reupholster
your chair with a velvet navy fabric, or hang up a piece of
abstract artwork that incorporates this colour.

Ballet Stpper

Perhaps the safest colour in Pantone’s fall selection, this warm
grey can be “an accent or a head-to-toe statement shade.
The challenge with this hue is that it can be boring. This
can be easily avoided by using greys that have interesting
patterns and textures, whether it's a rug, pillow, or bedding.
If you want to use grey as an all-over colour, vary the shades
of grey and add pops or colour here and there.

It's also a popular
fabric colour for armchairs, or you can swap out your dining
chairs for a set of sleek orange Eames.
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
